Fairly similar to Numbers 16 and 20,
Number Twenty-One was manufactured at
the Schenectady Works of the American
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NUMBER TWENTY-TWO—0- ¢.-0)

A sister to Number Twenty-One, Number
Twenty-Two was also built by Alco in 1942,
was also owned originally by the govern-

ment, and was also put to the torch in 1954.

After purchase with the surplus fleet
from the U.S.R.A. following World War
II, this locomotive was kept in storage
some years before needed and put into use.

Numbers 21 and 22 differed from Num-
bers 16 to 20 in that they h[a.d two sand

domes atop the boiler instead of one. :
